THE EUROPEAN COUNCIL

The European Council is the EU institu-
tion that defines the general political
direction and priorities of the European
Union. It consists of the heads of state
or government of the member states,
together with the President of the
European Council and the President of
the Commission. The European Council
meets at least twice every six months.
The European Council does not adopt
legislation; it agrees conclusions which
reflect the main results of discussions.
The work of the European Council is co-
ordinated by its President, who prepares
and chairs the meetings. The President
is elected for a term of two-and-a-half
years, renewable once.
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THE COUNCIL OF
THE EUROPEAN UNION

The Council of the European Union
is the EU institution representing the
member states’ governments. Also
known as the Council of Ministers or
simply the Council, it is where national
ministers from each EU country meet
to adopt laws and to coordinate and
develop policies. The presidency of the
Council rotates among member states
every six months. During each six-
month period, the presidency chairs
meetings at every level in the Council,
helping to ensure the continuity of the
Union’s work in the Council.

THE GENERAL SECRETARIAT
OF THE COUNCIL

The General Secretariat of the Council
assists both the European Council and its
President and the Council and its pres-
idencies. It provides advice and helps
them in their work. The Press Service
provides the media with information
about the Council activities. The General
Secretariat is headed by a Secretary-
General appointed by the Council.

In May every year, the European Council
and the Council, along with the other
EU institutions in Brussels, open their
doors to the public. As part of that
event, citizens can go on guided tours
of the premises.
